DOS Family Search

§What is it? DOS ïDisk Operating System that 

is now out of date but still used for research. It 

is keyboard access only. No mouse!

§Where is it? It can be found in Family History 

Centers. The purple family Icon on DOS 

marked computers will access the system.

§Why do we use it? It is a different search 

engine that is very useful for searching Pre 

1500ôs and Royalty.

Look for the Computers marked with 

a yellow DOS sticker.  Find the purple 

Family Search, double click. 



Family Search Main Menu

§For Pedigree Information pressòAò or highlight 

Ancestral File, press Enter.

§For Ordinance Information press ñGò or highlight 

LDS Options, press Enter.



LDS Options

§Ordinance Index is the best data base to search for 

Royalty or Pre 1500 Temple records

§Press ñAò or highlight Ordinance Index, press Enter

§On the front page of Ordinance Index, notice two 

different files, Main and Addendum.  ALWAYS 

search both files.  Press Enter to begin.

§ Data is organized by Region or Country. If you have 

a French surname in England, search both British 

Isles and Continental Europe.



Example of Region or Country

§ If you are not sure of the Region, press F11 - Page 
down to find the country you need, or type first letter 
and press Enter.



Individual Search

§ Choose Individual Search to begin. Any relationship 

and location data you already know will help to 

identify your ancestor.

§Many Royalty have a location or Title listed as a 

surname. Press F12 to start
