 Pedigree Resource File -
Free site

 rootsweb.com – Free site

 To share you will need a

GEDCOM  file exporting your

PAF file.



Click on “Export” icon



Choose this option for Pedigree Resource, 

use the PAF5 for rootsweb.com









You might consider saving on your 

“Desktop” – it’s easy to find.

You must name your gedcom file



Note the number of names exported.



Start by sharing on Pedigree Resource 

file at familysearch.org



Put in your user name and password.  You do 

not have to be a member to submit



Click on “I am ready to submit”



Names of living persons 

should not be sent.



Read all, then click “I Accept”



Now you will need to find your file 

(I like to put it on my desktop)

Browse and find “Desktop” 

which is where you saved your 

gedcom file – click on that file



Submit



You can check the status of a submission



You have finished submitting 

to the Pedigree Resource file.  

Now let’s 

go to the rootsweb.com site.



Choose this option to export to 

rootsweb.com, include options wanted 



If you notice, there are two different places to 

type in a name – the one on the left is free –

the other will take you to Ancestry.com

Click on Family Trees



Now let’s submit the gedcom file



User Code & Password required and follow the 

rest of the directions.  You can do it!



Look at all the help you can get!



Please share – especially your sources –

that’s what makes your file valuable to 

others.  

It’s a great way to preserve your records 

in case they ever get destroyed.

You can also access from anywhere in 

the world.  You can change information 

and you can also withdraw your 

submission if you want.
